during our times of sharing as a community,
reflected on the questions relating to our
identity and our core values. Everything that
has been said will serve to start specifying
what the identity of Faith and Light is.
Without wanting to anticipate or influence

this reflection, | truly believe that this identity

is both one and many.

It is one like Jesus, the only son of the
Father, but it is also many because, like the
representations of Mary can be very different
so that we can be reached wherever we are,
the identity of Faith and Light can develop in
various ways depending on our traditions
and cultures. All close to one another at the
foot of the cross, we arrive with both
different and similar stories. | have heard
Pope Francis use the polyhedron metaphor.
There is something that worries me.
Admittedly, globalisation unites us and
therefore it has positive sides. However, | find
that there is a good and a less good
globalisation. The less good can be
represented by a sphere: everyone finds
themselves at an equal distance from the
centre. This first illustration detaches man
from himself, it standardises him and
ultimately prevents him from expressing
himself freely. The best globalisation would
rather be a polyhedron. Everyone is united,
but each people, each nation keeps its
identity, its culture and its richness. The prize
for me is this good globalisation, which lets
us keep what defines us. This second vision
of globalisation allows men to be united
whilst keeping their uniqueness, which
supports dialogue and mutual under-
standing. So that there is dialogue, there is
one indispensable condition: start from your

own identity. If | am not clear with myself, if |
do not know my own religious, cultural and
philosophic identity, | cannot address
someone else. No dialogue without belon
ging (Private Audience, 1 March 2016).

All of our places of belonging (province,
country, region) must make the structure of
Faith and Light International resemble this
good globalisation, that of the polyhedron, a
geometric figure not very smooth but made
up of many facets, which are as many as
there are places where the communities can
feel good and close to each other. It is, it
seems to me, one of the essential conditions
for our small communities to shine and be
ready to go on a mission to all those who are
waiting for us and dream of knowing our joy!
And as always in Faith and Light, we will end
our meeting with a large celebration:
